	This week we will be writing a non-chronological report describing an animal that lives in Brazil. Remember, a non-chronological report is written about a single topic and has a range of different facts or information about the topic (in this case, a Brazilian animal).

Monday:
The Jungle Book Reading comprehension – Set A and Set B (answers attached at the bottom of the sheet).

Tuesday:
Look at the example of a non-chronological report titled ‘Sharks’. There are three examples in this PDF document! 
Make a list of the features you can identify, i.e. subheadings, paragraphs. Then, check your list against the ‘features of a non-chronological report’ document. 
Extension: Choose one of the three example texts about sharks and answer the questions provided (the answers are provided underneath the questions page). 

Wednesday:
Look at the Powerpoint titled ‘Writing a non-chronological report’. Use this, alongside what you learned yesterday to start to plan your non-chronological report. Remember, your report should be about an animal that lives in Brazil. Here are some examples that you could consider, or you could look for your own:

· Toucan
· Parrot

Use the internet or any books you have at home to research the animal you have chosen. Think about how to lay out your information. Remember to look for information such as habitat, diet, appearance and any other interesting features you think are relevant. 

Thursday:
Use today to write up your non-chronological report in full. Use all of the information that you gathered yesterday. Think about how it is best to lay out your information. Here are some ideas:
· Information poster (remember, you want to include lots of detail about your animal as well as pictures!)
· Leaflet
· Information booklet
Remember to check your finalised report against the ‘features of a non-chronological report’ document as well as the ‘writing a non-chronological report’ Powerpoint to check that you have included all of the relevant features. Make sure any images that you have used are also relevant!

Extension: Peer mark
Get in contact with someone else from Topaz class and get them to have a read over your non-chronological report. Is there anything that they think you could improve on?

Friday:
Read at the non-chronological report titled ‘Bats’.
