
• Segment – chopping or breaking up 
the word.  

• Blend – putting the word back 
together again.  

• Grapheme – the letter name.  
• Phoneme – the letter sound.  
• Digraph – 2 graphemes/letters that

How to support your child with writing at home….  
 
• Ask your child to draw their favourite toy on their 

whiteboard. Model a sentence to your child.  
• Give your child time to think about their sentence (quiet 

time!).  
• Now ask your child to tell you their sentence, VERY 

IMPORTANT! 
• Lastly support your child to write it by asking questions such 

as what phonemes can you hear in ____? What does __ begin 
with? What does __ end with? Tell me your sentence, what is 
the next word  you need to write?  

• Encourage children to be an ‘Independent Insect’, copying a 
sentence you have written will not help your child to write.
